HazCollect will be introduced in phases by geographic area

ï However, no registrant will be denied use of the system solely based on the 
userôs geographic location

Å Phase 1, April 30, 2009

ï All participants in NWS HazCollect testing continue access

ï KY, WI, HI, AK, FL (only State Watch Office initially), east WA & north ID

Å Phase 2, May 26, 2009 

ï GA, AL, TN, LA, MS, AR, MO, SC, NC, VA, WV, MD, DE, DC, rest of FL

Å Phase 3, June 8 

ï WA, OR, UT, CA, NV, AZ, NM, TX, OK, CO, KS, NE, IA, IL 

Å Phase 4, June 22

ï ND, SD, MN, MI, IN, OH, PA, NY, NJ, CT, RI, MA, NH, VT, ME

Å Phase 5, July 1, 2009

ï WY, ID, MT, GU, PR, VI, American territories in Pacific

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Suggested Sequence of Events

1.   Complete Chapter 1 of the training to learn more about HazCollect and decide if 
you wish to pursue. 

2. If yes, apply for a DMIS COG 

3. Complete the training, including any individuals in your organization that you will 
authorize to transmit NWEMs

4. Once notified that COG has been established and training has been completed, 
apply for HazCollect access.

5. While waiting for approval, develop your implementation strategy per Chapter 5

6. Install and configure NWEM authoring software, such as DMIS Tools

7. Once HazCollect access has been approved, configure your message templates
